
From the A34 take the exit for Harwell Campus, take the �rst left, stay on this road 
crossing all roundabouts and lights until you reach Curie Avenue, follow Curie 
Avenue passed the nursery and the parade of shops. To park around the centre 
take the right just after the hairdressers, this is a one way, to park in the Woodlands 
car park follow Curie Avenue until almost at the end , the entrance is on the left 
just after the junction to Eighth Street.

Enter HIC via the main front doors and we will direct you to your o�ce ( C013B) , 
reception is right in front of you .
